


2018 Research Forests Accomplishments
• Harvest of 9,261 mbf of timber off McDonald, Dunn, Blodgett & Matteson 

• Generated $7,161,543 of gross revenue.   Returned:

o $1 million to building fund (completes the $5 million requested by Thomas)
o $1 million to College operations
o Surplus funds have been placed in our  forest reserves (earmarked for purchase of ODF parcels and Peavy)

• Pulled off the Pacific Logging Congress In Woods Show & Event!

• Hired Inventory, GIS, Reforestation Forester position; (Carli Morgan)

• 15 student interns trained/mentored

• Reforested 15 units 203 acres ( 90,000 seedlings); Vegetation management on 305 acres; Invasive weed 
treatment on 12 acres; seedling stocking surveys on 487 acres; slash pile covering and burning on 220 acres; 
PCT 70 acres (Blodgett).

• Engaged volunteers (4,774 hrs.) in forest projects worth ~$118,000  (see handout)

• Conditional Use Permit approved for recreational improvements

o Completed Lewisburg Saddle Parking/Installation of bollards (safety)

o Redesign of Oak Creek Parking (a turn around and bollards installed for safety)

• Surveyed 600 acres for cultural resources

• Five new research projects/case studies

• Stumpage sale contract developed for 2.4 mmbf sale of high quality Douglas-fir.  

• Acquisition of the Collin’s Demonstration Forest (167 acres) in Gold Hill 

• Working with ODF/DEQ to complete purchase of Peavy Arboretum parcels (81 acres)

• Delivery of large woody debris/logs/root balls to Fishhawk Creek watershed project

• Various illegal activities: poaching, garbage dumping, cabin builder, illegal trail construction 
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
